The Meeting discussed the following issues:
1. Strengthening human resource development and capacity building.
Relations between Canada and ASEAN Member States s have gained further momentum with more planned collaborations. Energy, Agriculture and Trade continues to be the main theme of cooperation that also feature human resource development and capacity building through technical and educational assistances, collaboration in research and technology transfer. These strong cooperations have been made possible through combined efforts by parliaments of the respective countries. Education, especially for women, and gender equality are several themes on human rights that ASEAN and Canada have in common.  
Furthermore, high level visits have allowed excellent bilateral relationship through various exchanges such as in the field of scientific researches and military trainings. In this regards, visa application is an issue that Canada has seriously consider to enhance to improve relations with ASEAN Member States to allow for more travel exchange.

2. Promote collaborates research and strategy transfer in agriculture, food and forestry procedure.
In order to share best practices on forestry, Canada has published Report on Forestry.   Through this report, the AIPA Member Parliaments could gain insight into Canada agriculture and forestry development. 
3. Energy issues and environmental aspects.
ASEAN and Canada are sharing common ground on energy and wish to advance the development of renewable and clean energy sector. ASEAN could learn from Canada on energy sector, research and development through their Report on Energy since Canada is considered on clean water and environmental technologies.  
4. Strengthening efforts to address climate change adaptation needs.
Food security and climate change have become areas of concern for Canada and is now focused on adapting to climate change. Canada is committed to support environmental and climate change programs. Canada has supported some ASEAN Member States in various programs that include technical and financial assistances. 

5. Increasing Parliamentary Cooperation between AIPA Member Parliaments and Observers.
Canada echoes the heartfelf senses of commaradery and working together to bring Canada and ASEAN Member States closer.  In regards to the parliamentary cooperation, AIPA Member Parliaments wish that Canada will share their experience on energy policy drafting. In addition, the AIPA Member Parliaments asked Canada to share their plans and priorities in order to foster more cooperation.
