The Meeting discussed the following issues:
1. Strengthening human resource development and capacity building
AIPA Member Parliaments express the gratitude on the ongoing relationship with the members of the European Parliament. The European Parliament has in time maintained and showed commitment to strengthen the relationship with AIPA Member Parliaments and ASEAN Member States.
Having such, Myanmar and Cambodia among other members requested the additional scholarship program for students to take up the opportunity and undergo the Graduate Program at respective partners. In addition to education and health issues, the AIPA Member Parliaments requested the assistance in the building of infrastructure and human resource development program. Regarding capacity building, European Parliament offers the opportunities for students from AIPA Member Countries to study in Europe similar with Erasmus Mundus Programs.
2. Promote collaborates research and strategy transfer in agriculture, food and forestry procedure


In research and technology, the AIPA Member Parliaments and the European Parliament have been working closely to develop better and more advance solutions for farmers. Designing water irrigation and advance planting system have enables farmers to grow better crop and produce better quality products. 
3. Energy issues and environmental aspects
The rich jungle and luscious forest of Asia have been contributing to the world to produce cleaner Oxygen for centuries, with the ongoing effort to maintain a greener life, both governments and private sectors have been exploring into the potentials of a renewable energy, whereby these energy will be more cost efficient and environmental friendly as more and more researchers have been exploring the recycle energy as part of the renewable energy concept.
4. Strengthening efforts to address climate change adaptation needs
Addressing the issues of the climate change, the EU nations have implemented a regulation whereby aircraft flying over EU will be fine with a Carbon Emission fee,and currently being review with the growth of air transportation to and from EU to Asia.
5. Increasing Parliamentary Cooperation between AIPA Members and Observers
The AIPA Member Parliaments and the European Parliament via Asia-Europe Meeting (ASEM) are hands in hands to create a more sustainable and secured environment, whereby dialogues also has been conducted annually in Strasbourg. A joint effort to eliminate terrorism acts has been in progress between the Governments of EU and the AIPA Member Parliaments. Other aspects of the increasing cooperation are the effect of the G20 economic summit and the creation of free trade area and an integrated justice and law system for cross-border trading. In this framework, the European Parliament proposes the AIPA Member Parliaments to be involved in the future East Asia Summit simultaneously held with EU-ASEAN Meeting. 
6. Multilateral dialogue on related issues in South China Sea
Issues regarding the South China Sea have been decided to be discussed on a separate forum, having such the members of AIPA has agreed to a peaceful approach toward achieving a common and effective conflict resolution.
