The Meeting discussed the following issues:
1. Strengthening human resource development and capacity building.
Over the years, ASEAN-India socio-cultural cooperation has been expanded to include human resource development, science and technology, people-to-people contacts, health and pharmaceuticals, transport, public works. and infrastructure, small and medium enterprises (SMEs), tourism, information and communication technology, agriculture, energy and Initiative for ASEAN Integration (IAI). All cooperations of the existing  projects are financed mostly within the schemes of the ASEAN-India Fund (AIF). In people-to-people contact, there is an increasing flow of tourists and businessmen travelling between ASEAN Member States and India that calls for more supporting services. For example, Malaysia has opened visa application centres in several Indian cities. Additionally, art exhibitions and cultural performances have also been facilitated in India and in several ASEAN Member States. In educational sector, including through the Colombo Plan programs, scholarships for long-term higher education studies and vocational trainings are needed to be increased. This will allow more cooperation in human resource development (HRD) as well as facilitating research and technology exchanges, particularly in agriculture and public work sectors, between ASEAN Member States and India.
2. Promote collaborates research and strategy transfer in agriculture, food and forestry procedure.
ASEAN-India collaborations in the field of agriculture and forestry have shown significant progresses, signified by the first ASEAN-India Ministerial Meeting on Agriculture and Forestry that took place in 2011. The Meeting produces action plan of ASEAN-India Cooperation in Agriculture (2011-2015). The action plan is significant to meet the challenges of food security, to exchange information, communication, and technology, to cooperate on research and development projects, to encourage agriculture and forestry-related industries, and to strengthen human resources development (HRD). Particularly, the Philippines is very keen to establish cooperation in the development of coconut, sugar and rice industries. Whereas, Laos is keen to develop investment opportunities in agriculture sector through development of hydro- power and mining sector. Cambodia, more specifically, wishes to have more accesses to Indian technologies to process its agriculture products to enhance its productivity level and, thus, open more collaboration in the future.
3. Energy issues and environmental aspects.
ASEAN-India collaborations in the field of energy and environmental aspects are closely related to natural resources mining in several ASEAN Member States. Recent development witnessed the growing importance of initiatives toward renewable energy, especially, biofuel and wind power. An area of particular interest for the Philippines as the country has developed fields of cassava and jatropha plantation.  In addition, the Philippines developed wind power to help secure energy requirements while at the same time help protect environment. India wishes to establish more collaborations at various level, such as through ministrial, parliamentarians, and technical exchanges to reduce green house gas emmission, energy securities, as well as deeper cooperations in renewable energy.
4. Strengthening efforts to address climate change adaptation needs.
The ASEAN-Indian Green Fund, ASEAN-India Science & Technology Development Fund and India’s participation in the ASEAN Development Fund (ADF) are several initiatives to support cooperative pilot projects between ASEAN Member States and India for promotion of technologies. Those pilot projects mainly aimed at promoting adaptation to and mitigation of climate change. The Phillipines, among others, wishes to establish further collaboration with India in the field of renewable energy development with particular focus on biofuel development, arising from ethanol and jatropha plantation that is also popular in India. The development of climate change measures also leads to development of public utility and infrastructure policies that addresses the issue. Thailand, in particular, suggests more information exchange to facilitate more knowledge and experience sharing that AIPA parliamentarians would find useful when exchanging notes with the executive bodies.
5. Increasing Parliamentary Cooperation between AIPA Member Parliaments  and Observers.
India has warm and friendly relationships with all ASEAN Member States that have originated through historical and traditional values as well as on the foundation of mutual trust and respect. These can be exemplified by the fact that Indian communication and engineering products were some of the earliest transporters in Indonesia which have recently revived its popularity and that the largest Indian communities outside of India reside in Malaysia. These are positive signs in developing current and future linkages with India. Exchange of high level visits between India and the ASEAN Member States will no doubt bring the ties closer. Parliamentarians role in this respect have resulted in, among others, and also with respective executive bodies, several key milestones such as India’s significant support to the ASEAN Member States. India Cooperation Fund and the ASEAN Development Fund as well as Initiative for ASEAN Integration (IAI) in the areas of education, energy, agriculture and forestry, SMEs, and implementation of the ASEAN ICT Master Plan have for the time being funded the on-going cooperation.
