The Meeting discussed the following issues:
1. Strengthening human resource development and capacity building :
a. Human resource development and capacity building are vital for all ASEAN member states. Capacity building to improve the human resources can be done by conducting several programs such as scholarship, students exchange, training, short course, and the like. 

b. The Government of Japan is expected to provide technical assistance to ASEAN Member States in order to improve the quality of human resources, both the people of the countries and the members of the Parliament.

c. To pay more attention and effort in improving the quality of education and vocational
2. Promote collaborates research and strategy transfer in agriculture, food and forestry procedure
a. The Government of Japan has demonstrated her commitment to support the collaboration on agriculture sector through the program of ODA. 

b. Promoting collaboration by enhancing research cooperation on agriculture, food and forestry sector.
c. Share learning of agricultural best practices between Japan and ASEAN Member States. 

d. The Government of Japan is expected to provide more assistance (technical and technological) in order to produce high quality agricultural product.

e. Agro-forestry and fisheries development should be prioritize in the ASEAN-Japan action plan. 

f. Ensuring food security through a comprehensive agricultural development program (technology, productivity, diversification and micro credit for farmers).
g. Research and new technology invention for food security.

3. Energy issues and environmental aspects
a. Share learning on best practices of energy development program (nuclear power plant and alternative energy) of the Government of Japan.

b. ASEAN Member States and The Government of Japan are encouraged to build cooperation on energy sector, not only at the executive level but also at the legislative level.
c. Promoting new alternative technologies, such as solar power, geo thermal, wind energy, biomass, and marine energy, which are also low cost.

d. Promoting transfer technology and policy exchange.

e. Developing smart communities in using energy.

4. Strengthening efforts to address climate change adaptation needs
a. Learning from Japan experience in disaster management (technology and capacity building).

b. Formulating regional strategy in disaster risk reduction and disaster preparedness.

c. Developing regional cooperation on climate change adaptation plan.

d. Promoting Green Economy
e. Youth involvement in Climate Change program.

5. Increasing Parliamentary Cooperation between AIPA Members and Observers
a. Developing a better learning circle (learning system and mechanism) among AIPA members in order to transfer the knowledge and best practices.
