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REPORT ON DIALOGUE WITH REPUBLIC OF KOREA
The AIPA Dialogue with the Republic of Korea was chaired by Hon. Mrs. Harbiah Salahuddin, Member of the Indonesian House of Representatives and Hon. Ms. Okky Asokawati as Rapporteur. The dialogue was held on 19 September 2012 at 04.00 p.m. in Bima 2 Room, Santosa Hotel & Resort, Senggigi, Lombok, Indonesia.

The Meeting discussed the following issues:
1. Strengthening human resource development and capacity building
Korean delegation expressed their continued support for ASEAN’s leading role in Asia. Korea shared its experience success to raise from war into world’s ten largest economy lies in its education policy. With regard to educational cooperation with ASEAN, Korea has been undertaking educational cooperation with ASEAN through, among others, training program, scholarships, camps, and human resources exchange. Korea delegation also informed the floor that Korea is currently in the process to build online school which will enable Korea and ASEAN students to obtain online degree. Korea also partnered with partner universities in several ASEAN countries in building e-learning center. Korea delegation stressed its strong commitment in education sector and is willing to share it with ASEAN countries.
Most of the delegations agreed that human resources development is important to the integration of ASEAN. This is the most pertinent issue in the dialogue between Korea and AIPA members. Several delegations suggested to build stronger Korea-ASEAN cooperation in promoting human resources development and capacity building through exchange program, e-government training, and enhancement of vocational studies.
In addition to human resources development, the Indonesia Delegation viewed entrepreneurship as another important supporting factor for development in ASEAN countries. In this relation, Indonesia delegation suggested Korea to provide trainings or assistance to promote and to develop entrepreneurship skill for the Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs). This suggestion was responded positively by the Korea Delegation.
With regard to the human resources, Korea stated that there is a growing opportunity for industrial workers ASEAN countries to work in Korea in addition to currently hundreds of thousand ASEAN workers already work in Korea.

From the cultural point of view, several delegations congratulated the successful of ‘Korean Wave’ which has brought great effects to ASEAN youth lifestyle.

2. Promote collaborates research and strategy transfer in agriculture, food and forestry procedure


Indonesia delegation highlighted the issue of food price stability and food security which need collaboration between Korea and ASEAN countries. Korea responded positively by encouraging agricultural technology transfer, for example through transfer know-how agricultural knowledge, development of new species, nurturing vegetation, and development and sharing data base. 
3. Energy issues and environmental aspects
Korea delegation stated that this country has very limited natural resources and therefore has to import 96% of their energy needs. In this respect, Korea shared its aspiration to achieve a low carbon emission growth and to develop a new renewable energy. As several ASEAN countries are also facing similar problem, they suggested Korea and ASEAN countries to build more intensive technology and knowledge sharing on this matters.  Concerning the environment, Lao PDR delegation requested the Korean delegation to also focus its cooperation with ASEAN countries on the environmental protection to increase food security.
4. Strengthening efforts to address climate change adaptation needs
The issue of climate change is closely related with the energy issue. Korea delegation suggested to increase knowledge and experience sharing between Korea-ASEAN countries. Delegations also proposed to develop clean technology and biotechnology.  However, according to Korea, the commercialization of this type of new renewable technology is still too expensive at the moment.  
5. Increasing Parliamentary Cooperation between AIPA Members and Observers
One suggestion raised on this issue was to encourage visits between parliaments. This would perform as a basis for trade, economic, investment and tourism agreement or collaboration between Korea and ASEAN countries. 
Myanmar delegation proposed more inter-parliamentary capacity building in the framework of Korea-ASEAN cooperation will be beneficial to strengthen democracy in the region. Vietnam delegation appreciated Korea continued contribution to world peace and stability in the regions and appreciated the positive development of ASEAN-Korea relations  following the signing of ASEAN-Korea Strategic Partnership. Therefore Vietnam delegation encouraged AIPA members and Korea parliament to support its respective governments to implement the strategic partnership. Vietnam delegation also requested Korea to continue support ASEAN integration in the framework of ASEAN Community  Brunei Darussalam conveyed its invitation for Korea and AIPA members to attend The 34th General Assembly of AIPA, to be held in Bandar Seri Begawan, Brunei Darussalam, on September 2013.

As there were no further comments from any of delegates, the Chairperson called the dialogue session to close at 06.00 p.m.
